Miracles in the Quran

In Islam, seeking wisdom and knowledge is one of the greatest and most respected acts a believer 

can do. Even the Prophet Muhammad (S) urged others to gain knowledge and Allah has ordered us 

from the Quran to learn and to teach others. As all Muslims know, the Quran is the holy book sent 

from Allah (SWT). But, what most of  us donõt know is that the Quran and Sunnah state scientific 

facts that were only recently  discovered!   In 1965, A geophysicist (a person who studies the physics 

of Earth) named Frank Press suggested the idea that mountains play an important role in stabilizing 

the Earthõs crust. Yet nearly a thousand years ago, Allah said in the Quran: 

òHave We not made The earth as a wide Expanse, And the mountains as pegs?ó  78:6 -7  

ñAnd We have set on the earth mountains standing firm, lest it should shake with them.ó21:31 

 One of the most recent medical facts is that honey has healing powers on wounds. This has been 

discovered in  only the past few years. The Quran clearly states:  

òHoney is a remedy for every illness and the Quran is a remedy for all illness of mind, therefore I 

recommend to you both remedies, The Quran and honey.ó [Sahih Bukhari]  

This clearly shows the wisdom, beauty and miracles of the divine Quran! The Quran also reveals 

many details about astronomy, geology, geography and even zoology and many more subjects that 

were later confirmed by scientists quite recently.  

The Holy Quran even states some scientific facts that have not been confirmed by modern science, 

such as that the origin of life is of water:  

òAnd I created every living thing out of wateró 21:30  

 There are countless more scientific examples of proven or not yet proven instances in the Quran. 

Hence, the Quran is the true word of Allah (SWT), and InshaõAllah we will be able to love, learn and

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Kids Corner 

Black Bean Salsa

Ingredients:  
1/2  cup black beans, rinsed  

1  1/2  tablespoon olive oil  
1  tablespoon  lime juice  
1/2  diced tomato  
1/4  cup green onions  
1/2  cup frozen corn  
1  tablespoon chopped fresh parsley  
1/4  green pepper  

1/2  teaspoon cumin  

1/4  teaspoon salt  
1/4  teaspoon pepper  
little jalapeno (optional)  
 
Procedure :  

1. In medium mixing bowl, measure frozen corn, black beans, olive oil, and lime juice.  
2. Dice tomato into small pieces and add to bowl.  
3. Chop green onions into small pieces and add to bowl.  
4. Chop green pepper into small pieces and add to container.  
5. Using wooden spoon, mix together ingredients so that liquid mixture coats vegetables.  
6. Measure cumin, salt, pepper, and parsley and add to bowl.  
7. Mix one last time with wooden spoon.  

8. Refrigerate and serve with your favorite tortilla chips. Enjoy!
