Some facts that the child needs to know

*Hadith - The description of the words and actions of the Prophet SAW. 

*Shahadah is the first pillar of Islam. It is the announcement of our faith. 

*There are 2 parts of the Shahadah 

  - “La ilaha illa-lah” –There is no God but Allah

  - “Muhamaadur Rasulullah” – Muhammad SAW is the rasul of Allah. 

*In order to be a muslim a person has to believe in both parts of Shahadah. 

*Salah is second pillar of Islam. Salah is when we connect to Allah SWT. 

*We offer Salah 5 times everyday. This is obligatory (Fard). 

*5 obligatory prayers are Fajr, Zuhr, Asr, Maghrib and Isha.  

*The Different types of Salah are : Fard, Sunnah, Nawafil, Wajib, Qadha, Qasr, Witr & Tarawih (Kids are expected to differentiate the types of  Salah).

*Nobody can miss Salah. People who are sick or traveling have to pray as well (Refer to pg 48 for details on how it should be done).

*Salah makes us stay away from bad things and makes us more disciplined and organized.

*It also makes our faith stronger. 

*We should offer salah regularly & in a timely manner.

*Salah has benefits in this world and the hereafter.

*Sawm (Fasting) is the third pillar of Islam.

*We fast in Ramadan which is the 9th month of the lunar calendar.

*People who are sick or traveling can skip fasting and can make it up later.

*Fasting makes us “Muttaqui” – more aware of Allah.

*Zakat is the 4th pillar of Islam and is compulsory for people who have enough money. 

*Zakat (charity) is compulsory and Sadaqah (charity) is voluntary.

*Giving charity makes us humble and cleans away evil from us.

*When we give charity, Allah gives us much more in return

*Hajj is the fifth pillar of Islam. Hajj is going on a pilgrimage to Makkah. 

*Hajj is Fard for those who can afford it. 

*It is held once every year in the month of Dhul-Hijjah. 

*Ihram is the 2 pieces of white cloth that a haji wears.

*Tawaf is walking around the Ka’bah seven times.

*The most important day during hajj is the Day Of Arafat when Allah SWT forgives all the sins of the hujjaj. They become like a new born.

*During Hajj we remember prophet Ibrahim AS, his wife Hajar AS and their son Ibrahim AS and how Allah SWT tested them.
